     all liabilities of these products, including the donor, MFB’s actions, your actions, the products transferred

     to you or your organization, and any legal and/or enforcement taken against you or your organization

     for the use or abuse of these products. This includes the liability of any accident while picking up these

     items at MFB.

5) Neither MFB, nor the donor warrants or guarantees these products in any way. Use them at your

     own risk.

ALL ORGANIZATIONS MUST HAVE A BACK-UP PLAN IF THE PERSON/VEHICLE CANNOT

MAKE IT ON THE ASSIGNED TIME SLOT FOR PICK-UP.  IF AN ORGANIZATION DOES NOT

PICK UP TWICE, THEIR TIME SLOT WILL BE ASSIGNED TO ANOTHER ORGANIZATION.  THE

ORGANIZATION MAY RE-APPLY FOR PARTICIPATION SIX MONTHS AFTER DISMISSAL.
I have completely read, understand, and agree to be bound by these terms, I also certify that I am acting as an

authorized representative for my organization (if not acting as a needy individual), and my organization and all

who are served by my organization agree to be bound by the same terms.
